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Coming to America with Nancy Loe 
By Randy Seaver 

Nancy E. Loe was the program speaker for the May 9
th
 SDGS meeting, on 

the subject ñComing to America:  Castle Garden, Ellis Island and Immigrant 
Ancestors.ò 

In the first hour, Nancy walked the audience through the steps that immi-
grant ancestors followed  as they approached America's immigration portals 
in New York, Castle Garden, the Barge Office and Ellis Island.   

Migrants leaving the Old World ï Europe ï had a Push, including poverty, 
famine, primogeniture inheritance laws, loss of land or trade, persecution, 
and compulsory military service.  There was also a Pull from the New 
World:  to join family members, labor agreements, cheap passage, jobs in 
railroads, mines, factories or mills, cheap land, and more.   

There were three major immigration waves ï in colonial times, between 
1820 and 1860, and between 1880 and 1920.  About one million immi-
grants arrived in the colonies as free persons, indentured servants, or 
slaves.  Eight to ten million immigrants arrived in the second wave, most of 
them from Ireland, Germany and Prussia.  The Civil War and nativism end-
ed the second wave.  At least 20 million arrived in the third wave, with 1  
million entering through New York in 1907.   

The trip to the New World was precarious.  First the travelers had to make it 
to the port of debarkation by foot, wagon or boat.  There were ticket brokers 
in some villages who sold steamship tickets.  When they reached the de-
barkation port, the travelers were put in villages until they were cleared to 
sail.  Tickets in steerage (third class), which accounted for about 80% of 
travelers,  cost about 4 pounds in 1845 and 5 pounds in 1885.  First class 
fare was 650 pounds.  (continued page 4)

Doorway to History 
By Diane Altona, SD Writerôs Group 

Some years ago when I was with SDGS in Salt Lake City, I found and 
photocopied two deeds from Troy, VT, one from 1825 and the other from 
1827, carrying the names of my paternal great-great-grandfather Ammi 
Brown and his brothers Levi and Stephen. I was thrilled about that. There 
was also a third deed for Stephen Brown and it was not until I came home 
that I discovered I'd not copied the whole thing, that the second page 
where the date appeared was missing. I checked the Internet's wonderful 
site of genealogy volunteers all over the world and found a woman in SLC 
who would go photocopy the second page. When that missing page ar-
rived in my mailbox, I discovered it was dated April 5, 1808, which meant 
that the Stephen Brown thereon was the father of the Stephen Brown on 
the other deeds, making him my great-great-great-grandfather. It also 
gave me an idea of when he and his wife and very small children must 
have left Massachusetts and traveled the full length of Vermont to settle in 
Troy, cheek by jowl with the border of Quebec, Canada. In that day and 
age, such a journey was truly an arduous one by wagon or horseback, or 
possibly by boat if waterways were available. It was also very unusual for 
families to move so far. Most never went farther than within a twenty-mile 
radius from the start point.  

Genealogy is so much more than charts. It's a door to history as viewed 
through the eyes of oneôs own people.

During the voyage, steerage consisted of bunks 6 feet long and 18 inches be-
tween stacked berths.  Single men were put in the forward area, single women in 
the aft area, and families were berthed amidships.  Travelers brought their own 
bedding and food, and there was one toilet for each 100 persons.   

In the 1840s, the trip on sailing ships lasted six to eight weeks.  By the 1880s, 
steamships were making the trip in ten to twelve days. 

Between 1820 and 1855, they disembarked and went to the Customs House in 
New York.  The passenger lists include name, age, sex, occupation and national-
ity.  The Castle Garden Emigrant Depot, on the Battery at the southern tip of 
Manhattan, started receiving passengers in 1855.  The New York State Commis-
sion of Emigrants recorded them until 1890, when the Federal government took 
over.  Between 1890 and 1892, the Barge Office near the U.S. Customs office 
received immigrants.   

Ellis Island opened on 1 January 1892, and between 1892 and 1897, it pro-
cessed about 1.5 million immigrants.  It burned down on 15 June 1897, and 
many of the immigration records from 1855 were lost.  The Barge Office reo-
pened until 17 December 1900 when the rebuilt Ellis Island facility opened again.  
When the ship arrived at the New York or New Jersey docks, the cabin passen-
gers disembarked and went on their way.  The steerage passengers were put on 
cutters to Ellis Island where they underwent health and legal inspections.  At Ellis 
Island, they went first to the Baggage Room, then the Waiting Room, then under-
went a brief medical examination, into the Registry Room for a second medical 
examination, then underwent the legal inspection, and then were allowed to go 
off into the country to find their family members or trains.  

One in five immigrants were taken aside for the medical and legal inspections.  
Those with signs of sickness, cholera, tuberculosis, epilepsy, insanity, and physi-
cal disabilities were denied entry to the  country.  Those detained were separated 
into known or suspected medical cases, and were housed in separate buildings.

In the legal inspection, the concern was whether they were liable to be a 
public charge.  They were asked where they were born, were they mar-
ried, their occupation, how much money did they have, what was their 
destination, etc.  This took all of about two minutes per person.   About 
1% were deported for health reasons, and about 1% were deported for 
legal or political reasons. 

About one third of the immigrants stayed in New York City area, while the 
rest took trains to their destinations.   

In the second hour, Nancy discussed resources to find migration records.  
Available records include: 

¶ Permission to Emigrate forms, at Baden, Brandenburg, Mecklenburg 
and Wurttemburg. 

¶ Village or Town Records may note departures. 

¶ Passenger Departure Lists exist for some European ports but not all. 

¶ New York passenger arrival lists from 1820 to 1957 are available 
online. 

¶ U.S. Passports and Passport applications are available on Ances-
try.com and FamilySearch. 

¶ Emigrant aid societies may have records ï religious, nationalities, 
ethnicity, political causes may be in state or institutional archives 

¶ Naturalization records may include declarations of intent, petitions, 
certificates of arrival 

¶ Alien records from 1917, including INS Registration Files for 1929-
1944, are available from the U.S. Customs and Immigration Service.

Streaming Down the Census Highway 
By William Zeigler 

Happily streaming down the online census roadway. Picked up my family in 
1940 in Moreland, Bingham County, Idaho (1935 too). Passed them by in 
1930 in King Hill, Owyhee County, Idaho (an interesting fact: Owhyee is Ha-
waiôI in Idahoan). I see my grandfather in 1920 nestled in as a laborer in 
Homedale, Idaho. Faster I stream through 1910 in Twin Falls, Idaho; 1900 
and 1890 in Oklahoma Territory; then racing through Iowa in 1880, before I 
hit high velocity in Indiana from 1870 through 1850. Then WHAM, I hit a 
speedbump along the online census superhighway: 1840. Tic marks. Heads 
of households. Age ranges. Youôve been juttered along the same highway, 
havenôt you? 

Well, Peggy Clemens Lauritzenôs webinar, hosted by the Florida State Ge-
nealogical Society, provided some hints on how to work within the confines 
of the 1840 and before censuses through ñTicked Off! Those Pesky Pre-
1850 óTic Marks.ôòOne of the FSGSôs ñPoolside Chats,ò Lauritzen took the 
listeners on a tour of her own family and the connections that she was able 
to make from one census to the next. Using readily available charts through 
FamilyTree Magazine, Ancestry, or FamilySearch, she showed us how to 
line up the tic marks in order to follow a family from 1840 back to 1790. 

A few tips along the way were to maintain a Big Picture attitude: find your 
family in every census from 1790 through 1940 and analyze everything that 
you find for clues. She recommended Map Guide to the U.S. Federal Cen-
suses, 1790-1920 by William Thorndale and William Dollarhide to see 
boundary changes. Lauritzen also suggested investing in either yellow pa-
per or plastic yellow sheets (dividers or envelopes) to project onto when 
reading old text on film or online ï the black writing jumps right out! Finally, 
for anyone with Virginia families, check out the J. R. Hildebrand Settlement 
Maps (she has an explanation here). 

I enjoyed the recommendations and the reminders in Lauritzenôs webinar, 
plus itôs free education! Luckily for me, as I wind down the census roadway, 
Zeigler is not the most common surname; just donôt get me started on my 
grandmother, Martha Jones!

All Aboard with San Diego 
Ancestry Interest Group!

In April, thirteen members and friends of the San 
Diego Ancestry Interest Group congregated in the 
mountain town of Campo to board the Golden State 
Limited train, for a one hour, 12-mile train excursion 
along the historic San Diego & Arizona Railway. 

What a ride it was! 

As we slowly traveled down the mountain 
and back up again, we passed mountains, 
steep terrains, rolling hills, gorges, and 
meadows dotted with cattle. During the ride, 
we crossed Campo Creek Viaduct and en-
tered International Tunnel #4, coming within 
five-hundred feet of Mexico. Throughout the 
trip conductors shared railroad stories and 
pointed out the Pacific Crest Trail, which 
leads all the way to Canada on a two-
thousand plus mile trail. Several crew mem-
bers both live and work in Campo or have 
relatives who were early residents of the 
area, making this outing extra-special. 

Following the train excursion, we visited the Pacific Southwest Railroad Museum 
which exhibits a variety of trains and equipment, including one with beautiful 
plush seating and another which was the private train car of John D. Spreckles, 
once owner of the Hotel del Coronado.

the San Diego & Arizona Railway 
which led to the further development 
of San Diego. There were also scores 
of trains, equipment, and information 
on display outside. 

On our way home along Highway 94, 
which afforded terrific vistas, the 
group stopped for lunch and good 
conversation at the historic Barrett 
Junction Caf® in Dulzura. The famous 
specialty is their fish and chips meal, 
but the menu has an array of choices.

The train tours, which originated in

The Genealogy Docents at the San Diego Central Library meet with pa-
trons of all skill levels and with varying amounts of information available 
online. Most of the system users are just curious as to what information 
they can find about ñGrandpa Johnson.ò 

Some have done genealogy in the past and just need refresher help with 
the library edition of Ancestry.com. One such patron recently stopped by 
the library and asked if we could familiarize her with Ancestry.com. 

I showed her how to find the Ancestry.com link on the computer and we 
started a search on her paternal grandfather. We lucked out in that the top 
return was for an existing family tree. I explained that family trees on An-
cestry.com might be of limited value if the person who supplied that tree 
had not taken the time to record the sources for his events. Even so, we 
decided to take a look and see how many generations were represented. 

This tree immediately displayed 4 generations of ancestors. Pretty good. 
Just started and we were back to 1861 and there were icons indicating 
further ancestors. 

Click. 1690 

Click. 1524 (I'm getting worried.) 

Click, click, click. 1066 and we have royalty and still no sources! 

This family ended up with a King of Mesopotamia many generations BC. 
The patron was obviously excited, I was quite skeptical so we decided to 
do a search on her Mother's line. 

The patron knew that her Mother's father was born in Arizona about 1902. 
Fortunately we located him in Bisbee in the 1910 census living with his 
parents. The patron informed me that her grandpa was an Apache Indian 
and the census indicated he was born in Mexico about 1880. 

Uh Oh. Nothing showed up as an indexed Mexican record but a card cat-
alog search indicated that Ancestry.com had un-indexed images for his 
village in Mexico. A quick visual check of the records showed about 600 
pages of handwritten journal ledgers. 

Let's hope her Spanish manuscript skills are up to par.
